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Art Gallery Design for Reuse of Old Buildings - Operation with Freud's Theory
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ABSTRACT

The preservation of cultural assets and the reuse of old buildings have always been one of the
important topics in the public and private sectors, and there are many old buildings with historical
and cultural connotations in Kaohsiung City. This study tries to take Freud's theory as a design
discussion, and use the art gallery space to operate the Jinma Hotel with historical meaning to create
the possibility of diversity of old buildings.

Taking "I lost myself in this troubled city" as the leading theme, I explore that everyone has the
motivation to achieve a certain goal, whether it 1s family happiness, work, achievement or self-
growth, so that I will do my best to achieve the ideal goal, and the failure to meet the ideal standard
creates a psychological gap. The greater the gap, the negative The more serious the emotional
distress on the face, the more confused and lost the heart 1s.

What are the reasons for confusion, depression and loss? We analyze the theory of the three
egos proposed by psychologist Sigmund Freud. Freud divides "I" into three parts: "Id", "Ego" and
"Superego". Normal personality should be a balanced interaction between the self, the self and the
superego. Based on the theory of the three self-personality, the process of self-redement 1s presented
in the space by means of transformation, leading visitors to enter the field of super-ego and self-
personality with their own personality, convey the proud image through space to reflect, and find the
self-balance.
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
